One difference between
middle school & high school...

In high school, if you fail a class — you (generally)
have to retake it in order to graduate. If you don’t

earn at least 10 credits your 9t" grade year, you’ll
be considered a 9t" grader again. (Your school ID
will even say 9t" grade again!). “Ds” don’t equal
degrees—always aim for a C or better!
